Their name must be printed in block capitals on the rear of the photograph. This photo will be used to provide an I.D badge.

f) The Licensee must provide Council with a list of potential employees who may be employed at the pitch accompanied by a passport size photograph with the name printed on rear of photograph.

5. The approved Licensee and approved staff shall wear, at all times an id badge (fully visible to the public) provided by Council. The Licensee shall display in a prominent place in the Vehicle written authorisation from the Council which must be easily visible to the Council’s staff or its agents.
