Item 4.   Programme Update
· The Action Plan was agreed on 4th October 2023.
· The PeacePlus Coordinator advised that following a meeting with SEUPB on16th October, the Social Enterprise programme has been removed from the plan as it would sit better under the employability area, with a poll issued to the Partnership who approved this change.
