Background: 
Enforcement responsibility for the Energy Performance of Buildings (Certificates and 
Inspections) Regulations (NI) 2008 (as amended) referred to as the ‘EPB 
Regulations’ transferred to district councils on 3 December 2009. The exception to 
this is enforcement relating to district councils’ own relevant buildings which remains 
with the Department of Finance and Personnel (DFP), restructured in 2016 as the 
Department of Finance (DoF).
